On May 23, 2005 TSA acknowledged receipt of the plaintiff’s Privacy Act requests and invoked a 10 day extension to the 20 day limit they had for response. On June 10, 2005, the plaintiff’s attorney, Jim Harrison, pointed out that the requests were made under the Privacy Act, not the Freedom of Information Act requests as indicated by the TSA’s letter. 

In a phone call to TSA on August 17 requesting information on Privacy Act requests, the agency again tried to construe the inquiry as a Freedom of Information Act request.
